chair.

e Acurrent CV from the potential awardee.

e Materials related to impact of mentorship, including
quotes, letters, etc.

e The candidate has shown extraordinary efforts in
mentoring a student outside the classroom.

e The candidate has conducted work at a programmatic
or institutional level related to mentoring students.

e The candidate has demonstrated evidence of
mentoring students in curriculum vitae.

e The candidate creates a supportive and inclusive
mentoring environment.
